HE country’s efforts to

combat the Covid-19

pandemic continue to

produce encouraging
outcomes, with more patients re-
covering from the disease and the
number of new cases beginning
todecline.

* The number of new cases
dipped to its second lowest daily
figure yesterday, with 38 cases
registered. The lowest fi; igure was
36 cases on April 21.

Health director-general Datuk
Dr Noor Hisham Abdullah said
100 patients were giveh a clean bill
of health, bringing the total re-

coveries to 3,862, or 66.8 per cent
of the cumulative 5,780 cases.

He said the number of active
Covid-19 cases stood at 1,820.
These patients, he said, had been
isolated and provided with treat-
ment.

“Up to today, 36 patients are
being treated in intensive care
units with 15 requiring breathing
assistance,” he told a daily press
briefing on the Covid-19 situation
yesterday.

Dr Noor Hisham said no deaths
were reported to the ministry’s
National Crisis Preparedness and
Response Centre (CPRC).

The Covid-19 death toll in the
country stood at 98.

The ministry, together with
other government departments
and agencies, he said, had inten-
sified detection, screening, test-
ing, isolation and treatment ac-
tivities, especially. on high-risk
target groups using its targeted
approach.

Up to noon yesterday, 21,466

people in areas placed under the
Enhanced Movement Control Or-
der (EMCO) have been screened
for Covid-19. Of the total, 638, in-
cluding 250 foreigners, tested
positive for Covid-19.

He said 12,672 Malaysians who

_returned from abroad and placed

under quarantine had been
screened by the ministry. A total

‘of 139, or 1.1 per cent, were found

to be Covid-19 positive.

“The development on the
Covid-19 situation shows that
measures and activities intro-
duced by the government to con-
tain the spread of the virus are
producing the desired results.”

He said although Malaysia had
yet to register any relapse case, he
noted that there was still a risk of
re-infection among those who
had recovered.

He was commenting on the
warning by the World Health Or-
ganisation (WHO), which stated
that those who contracted the

virus might not necessarily de-
velop immunity.

He said the antibody response
developed among recovered
Covid-19 patients was not suffi-
cient to protect them from being
infected by the virus a second
time.

. “We (Malaysia) do not have any
case of recovered patients gettmg
infected again.

“Having said that, recovered
patients must continue to prac-
tise precautions, including
adopting hygienic practices, to
avoid from getting infected by
Covid-19 for the second time,” he
said.

“During the fifth or sixth day

(into their treatment), a Covid-19:

patient will usually develop an
antibody response, which is IgM

“It (the antibody), however, will
not be able to protect them from
getting a second infection.

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‘Medical staff cases not due to lack of PPE’

PUTRAJAYA: Almost 80 per cent
of healthcare workers in Malaysia
infected by Covid-19 got the virus
from the community, that is,
through weddings and gather-
ings. ¥

Health director-general Datuk
Dr Noor Hisham Abdullah said
when these people came back to
work, such as the Teluk Intan
Hospital case, they infected their
colleagues. .

“They were not infected while
working in Covid-19 wards in hos-
pitals or while treating Covid-19
patients in intensive care units
(cu).”

-He said the infected ‘medical
staff were those working in non-
Covid-19 wards.

The problem, he said, was not
linked to a lack of personal pro-
tective equipment (PPE).

“It is not about the lack of PPE.
If you are treating a Covid-19 pa-
tient or are working in the ICU,
you need to wear a full PPE.
That’s mandatory.”

On April 23, it was reported that

325 medical workers under the

Health Ministry had tested pos-
itive for Covid-19, making up 5.8
per cent of the cumulative num-
ber of Covid-19 positive cases in
the country.

Three fatalities were recorded
from this group.

Dr Noor Hisham said more im-
portantly, the ministry had re-
alised that infections also came
from ILI (influenza like illness)
and SARI (severe acute respira-
tory infection) cases.

And for that reason, healthcare
workers, whether in the public or
private sector who are examining
or treating ILT and SARI patients,
must also be protected.

While infections would occur,
it was important to take all pre-
cautionary measures, he said.

He confirmed that the Taman
Megah morning market in Petal-
ing Jaya had been closed after
one of its traders tested positive
for Covid-19.

He said the ministry was no-
tified of the case, after which it
closed down the market and be-
gun active case detection of the

trader’s close contacts.

There were 60 traders at the
market, he said, noting that
all were considered close con-
tacts.

“From our experience with
close contacts, the detection rate
is about 30 per cent.

“The detection rate is always
much higher if we focus on close
contacts instead of everyone in
an area. Screening has started
and we hope to control the in-
fection.”

As to whether customers of the
morning market should get
themselves screened, he said this
would be necessary only if they
have had contact with the pos-
itive case. ;

What’s more important, he
said, was for customers to prac-
tise social distancing and wash
their hands as they moved from
one stall to another.

“This is the new norm that we
need to do.

“Take all precautionary mea-
sures and maintain good person-
al hygiene.”

infected in EMCO

PETALING JAYA: Among Covid-19 patients
living in areas put under an enhanced
movement control order (EMCO), foreigners
outnumber Malaysians by a substantial
margin.

As of yesterday, there were a total of 638
individuals who tested positive for the
infection. Among them were 388 foreigners,
or 61% of the total, with Malaysians making
up the remaining 39%, or 250 cases.

Health Ministry Director-General Datuk
Dr Noor Hisham Abdullah said 21,466 people
living in EMCO areas have been tested for
Covid-19.
 Of the 38 new cases reported yesterday, 15
were from EMCO areas.

Nine of the positive cases from yesterday
came from North City Centre and areas
around Selayang, five were from the Malayan

dreéas

Mansion flats and the last case was from
Menara City One Plaza in Kuala Lumpur,

Noor Hisham said among the Malaysians
who have returned from abroad, 12,672 of
them have undergone tests and 139 were
found to have contracted the virus.

Among them were 99 who had visited
Indonesia, 14 were from the United Kingdom,
13 had returned from Singapore, five made a
trip to Turkey, three went to the Netherlands
and-two flew back from the United States. The
remaining three patients had been in
Thailand, France and Bangladesh, he said in
his daily briefing yesterday.

Noor Hisham said the government's

-approach to immediately send returnees for a
14-day quarantine had proven effective.

“We hope this will reduce the spread
among those in the high risk groups. The
ministry expects more positive cases to be
identified in the near future as this approach
is ongoing,” he added. -
