low 6, who accounted
for 95.5 per cent of the
cases.

“Sixteen clusters
were found, including
11 in Jasin, four in
Melaka Tengah and

childcare centres, such as taska,
tadika and daycare centres.”

He said a town hall session was
also held with teachers, childcare
centre operators and government
officials.

“Inthe event of an outbreak an
order to close the premises will be
issued immediately.”

In Kelantan, 73.8 per cent of the
945 HFMD cases involved chil-
dren aged between 1 and 4.

Kelantan Health director Datuk
Dr Zaini Hussin said the cases
were recorded in the 19th epi-
demiological week between May
8and 14,

He said 11.8 per cent of the cas-
es involved children aged be-
tween 4 and 6.

Those aged below 1 accounted
for 8.5 per cent of the cases, 4.9
per cent involved
children aged 7 to 13,
0.4 per cent involved
those aged 13 to 17
and 0.5 per cent were
those aged 18 and
above.

Dr Zaini said 2,493
HFMD cases had been
recorded in Kelantan
this year.

Despite the sharp increase, he
said, the situation was under con-
trol with only 67 cases admitted
to hospitals.

He said 91.4 per cent of those
infected were given outpatient
treatment at hospitals and that
no deaths had been reported so
far,

“To control the spread, the state
Health Department has taken
proactive measures to inspect all

of HFMD between January and
this month, compared with only
one in the corresponding period
last year. -

“Outbreaks mostly occur in
kindergartens and nurseries.”

Health Minister Khairy Ja-
maluddin recently said there was
a significant increase in HFMD
cases.

Atotal of 28,957 cases had been
reported in January and Friday
this year compared with only
4,239 in the whole of last year.

However, Khairy said, the in-
crease was expected with the re-
opening of economic sectors, in-
cluding the education sector, and
resumption of face-to-face learn-
ing at schools, as well as kinder-
gartens and childcare centres.

Recoveries higher than new infections

KUALA LUMPUR: There were
more Covid-19 recoveries than
new infections on Tuesday.

Based on data from the Health
Ministry’s CovidNow portal,
there were 1,836 recoveries and
1,469 new cases nationwide.

This brings the cumulative re-
coveries to 4,416,982.

The portal also stated that three
deaths were recorded on Tues-
day, one each in Kedah, Perlis
and Melaka. Two were brought-
in-dead cases in Perlis and Mela-
ka.

This brings the Covid-19 death
toll in the country to 35,623.

Malaysia has recorded

4,481,278 infections since the
pandemic started in March 2020,
More than 99 per cent or 1,466
of the new cases on Tuesday were
locally transmitted.
There are 30,509 active cases in

-the country with 95.9 per cent of

patients observing home quaran-
tine.

Twenty patients have been
placed in Covid-19 quarantine
and treatment centres.

A total of 1,182 patients or 3.9
per cent were admitted to hos-
pitals, 36 of whom are in inten-
sive care units (ICU).

QOut of the 36, 17 are on ven-
tilator support.

The Klang Valley has seen 99.1
per cent of its population vac-
cinated under the Covid-19 Na-
tional Immunisation Pro-
gramme.

It is followed by Penang with
90.1 per cent and Negri Sembilan
with 88.4 per cent.

More than 82.5 per cent of the
population have received at least
one dose of the vaccine.

Kelantan and Sabah recorded
the lowest vaccination numbers
at below 70 per cent.

Only 62.6 per cent of the pop-
ulation in Kelantan and 64.7 per
cent in Sabah have been vacci-
nated.

4,037 in Sarawak lost jobs dunng pandemm

KUCHING: The Covid-19 pandem-
ic has caused 4,037 people in
Sarawak to lose their jobs, said
Deputy Minister in the Sarawak
Premier’s Department Datuk
Gerawat Gala.

He said the Sarawak govern-
ment had implemented eight
Sarawakku Sayang Special Assis-
tance (BKSS) packages amount-
ing to RMS5.7 billion to alleviate
the burden of the people, includ-
ing those who lost theit jobs.

“To reduce unemployment, the
Graduate Enhancement Training
Sarawak and Industry Workforce
Development programmes were
introduced to enable graduates to
undergo industrial training.

“The BKSS package includes
cash aid to the B40 group, cash

assistance for small
and medium en-
trepreneurs, as well as
rental deferment,” he -
said in reply to a ques-
tion from Safiee Ah-
mad (GPS-Daro) at
the Sarawak state
legislative assembly
sitting here yester-
day. B

Gerawat said the So-
cial Security Organi-
sation also organised
programmes such as Gala
the Go Rural Area Pro-
gramme (GRAP) and career car-
nivals to provide information on
job opportunities,

KUALA LUMPUR: A total of
1,073,551 or 30.2% of children aged
five to 11 completed their vaccination
under the National Covid-19
Immunisation  Programme  for
Children as of Tuesday.

According to the CovidNOW
portal, 650,581 children or 46.5% had
received at least one dose of the
vaccine.

For adolescents aged 12 to 17,
2,906,035 or 93.4% of the group had
completed their vaccination, while
3,003,483 or 96.5% received at least
one vaccine dose.

Meanwhile, a total of 16,069,133
or 68.3%t of the adult population had
received the booster dose, while
22,971,604 or 97.6% completed two
doses and 23,247,523 or 98.8%
received at least one dose.

A total of 14,253 vaccine doses
were dispensed on Tuesday, with
3,300 as the first dose, 8,348 as the
second dose and 2,605 as hooster
dose, bringing the cumulative
number of doses administered
under the national immunisation
programme to 70,708,376.

According to the Health Ministry’s
GitHub portal, three deaths were
recorded on Tuesday with one case
each in Kedah, Malacca and Perlis.
