demiologi (ME) 31/2022 dari
31 Julai hingga Sabtu lalu.
Memperincikan mengenai
peratusan itu, Ketua Penga-
rah Kesihatan Tan Sri Dr
Noor Hisham Abdullah ber-
kata, pada minggu berkena-
an, sebanyak 60 kes kema-

tian dilaporkan berbanding
minggu sebelumnya 49 kes.

Menurutnya, turut me-
nunjukkan peningkatan
adalah jumlah kes baharu
yang meningkat sebanyak
0.8 peratus atau daripada
28,330 kes kepada 28,554
kes.

“Daripada jumlah itu, kes
tempatan meningkat seba-
nyak 0.8 peratus (28,286 kes
kepada 28,499 kes) dengan
kes import yang mendapat
jangkitan dari luar negara
pula meningkat sebanyak 3.8
peratus (53 kes kepada 55
kes).

KUALA LUMPUR: The number of
new Covid-19 cases-increased by
0.8% to 28,554 cases in the 31st
epidemiological week (ME 31)
from July 31 to Aug 6. Among the
cases, 28,499 were 'locally trans-
mitted and 55 imported.

Health director-general Tan Sri
Dr Noor Hisham Abdullah said for
the same period, the number of
fatalities rose to 60 cases, a 22.4%
jump, compared with 49 reported
in the previous week.

““The number of recovered cases
in ME 31 decreased by 7.2%, from

30,837 cases to 28,604 cases.

“The average number of dctive
cases per day for ME 31 is 45,941,
a 2.6% drop compared with the

‘previous week,” he said in‘a state-
ment yesterday. 32

According to Bernama, the num-
ber of admissions of Covid-19
patients to public hospitals as well
as the Quarantine and Treatment
Centres (PKRC) per 100,000 popula-
tion remained at 12 for ME 31.

Dr Noor Hisham said bed occu-
pancy at the Intensive Care Unit

‘remained at 14%; PKRC beds occu-

pancy decreased by 2% while non-
critical beds recorded 2% increase.
In addition, the percentage of
Covid-19 patients requiring respira-
tory support rose by 0.1% in ME 31
compared with the previous week.

KUALA LUMPUR: The number of
new Covid-19 cases has increased
by 0.8% to 28,554, in the 31st
epidemiological week (ME) from
Tuly 31 to Aug 6, comprising 28,499
local cases and 55 imported cases.
Health Director-General Tan Sri
Dr Noor Hisham Abdullah said for
the same period, the number of
fatalities due to Covid-19 increased
to B0 cases, compared with 49 cases
reported in the previous week, which

is a 22.4% jump.

“The number of recovered cases
decreased by 7.2%, from 30,837 to
28,604.

“The average number of active
cases per day for ME31 is 45,941, a
2.6% drop compared with the
previous week he said in a
statement yesterday.

Meanwhile, the number of
admissions of Covid-19 patients to
public hospitals, quarantine and

Noor Hisham said bed occupancy
at intensive care units remained at
14%; it decreased by 2% at treatment
centres, while non-critical beds
recorded an increase of 2%.

In addition, the percentage of

He said positive cases nationwide,
monitored by the ‘Covid-19
Assessment Centres (CAC), showed
a slight drop.

“The number of patient arrivals to
CAC fell by 1.7%; new cases
undergoing monitoring at home
dropped by 1.5% while cases referred
by CAC to treatment centres and
hospitals decreased by 20.9%.
