Syndicates pushing drug-laced vapes on social media, say cops

KUALA LUMPUR: Social media
sites are often used by syndicates
to promote and market drug-
laced vapes.

It is learnt that the purchases
are made online and a courier
service is the go-to method to
deliver the “special” vapes to cus-
tomers.

“We have detected that syndi-
cates would resort to using social
media to market their banned
product.

“However, they are also pack-
aging the drug-laced vapes and
pods in a similar way to normal
vape products, making it difficult
for authorities to identify wheth-
er a vape pod or device contains
drugs or otherwise,” Bukit Aman
Narcotic Crime Investigation
Department (NCID) acting direc-
tor Deputy Comm Mat Zani@
Mohd Salahuddin Che Ali (pic)
told The Star recently.

He said there are also vape
shops that sell drug-laced vapes to

certain customers.

“We believe this is mostly
catered to long-term and trusted
customers,” he added.

In 2023, 17 individuals were
detained for selling drug-laced
vapes, while last year, five sus-
pects were nabbed, DCP Mat Zani
said.

“As of April (this year), we have
already detained four individuals
for trafficking drug-laced vapes.

“Two of them were detained
last month.

“We also seized a litre of vape
licquid containing MDMA (ecsta-
sy). The suspects were nabbed in
a drug processing lab.

“On top of other drugs, they
also produced drug-laced vape
liquid,” he said.

Underage users of drug-laced
vapes are also on the radar of the
NCID, DCP Mat Zani said.

“We detained five individuals,
who were below 18 years of age
last year.

“They were in possession of
vape devices and liquid, which
contained drugs.

“Between January and March
(this year), we detained an under-
age individual for a similar
offence,” he said.

The operation against drug-
laced vape syndicates has been
continuous, DCP Mat Zani said.

“We seized 471.5 litres of vape
liquid containing drugs along
with 45 vape devices in 2023, fol-
lowed by 62.68 litres (of drug-
laced vape liquid) last year and
1.8 litres so far this year.

“No devices were seized last
year and so far this year,” he
added.

Some 65% of vape liquid and

devices seized in 2023 contained
MDMA and ADB Butinaca (syn-
thetic cannabinoid compound),
he revealed.

“Last year, 26% of the vape lig-
uid seized contained MDMB-4en-
Pinaca (indazole-based synthetic
cannabinoid),” he said.

DCP Mat Zani said the NCID is

ys gathering actionable intel-
ligence on the processing and sell-
ing of druglaced vapes nation-
wide

“Once vital information is
obtained, we will detain those
involved,” he said.

DCP Mat Zani said cooperation
with other agencies is vital to
curb drug trafficking and abuse
involving vapes or electronic ciga-
rettes.

“We are working with other
agencies such as the Malaysian
Communication and Multimedia
Commission (MCMC) to track
down individuals and syndicates
involved in promoting and selling
drug-laced vapes on social
media,” he said.

DCP Mat Zani urged the public

to contact the police if they
encounter any individual or shop
selling drug-laced vapes.

“We also call on schools and
institutions of higher learning to
report such cases immediately as
drug-laced vapes are popular
among the younger generation,”
he said.

Previously, Deputy Inspector-
General of Police Datuk Seri Ayob
Khan Mydin Pitchay said state
governments could take action by
banning the sale of vapes, which
are now increasingly linked to the
abuse of new synthetic drugs.

Ayob Khan said some states
had already taken the initiative
to ban vape sales, bringing a pos-
itive impact.

He encouraged other state gov-
ernments to follow suit while
waiting for the Federal Govern-
ment to draft related laws.

“Some states have made that
decision, meaning state govern-
ments can also impose bans,
because the sale licence is under
the jurisdiction of local authori-
ties,” he said.
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Unregulated e-cigarettes pose severe health nsks even death

PETALING JAYA: Originally used
as an anaesthetic, etomidate is
now being misused recreationally
in e-cigarettes, or vapes, warns a
psychiatrist and addiction spe-
cialist.

Unregulated vapes have been
found to contain heavy metals,
synthetic cannabinoids and
harmful solvents, increasing the
risk of respiratory and neurologi-
cal damage, particularly among
adolescents, said Monash
University Malaysia Associate
Professor and KPJ Puteri Hospital
consultant, Dr Anne Yee.

Dr Yee, who i$ also a Universiti
Malaya Centre of Addiction
Sciences (UMCAS)  Adjunct
Professor and Addiction Medicine
Association of Malaysia (AMAM)

honorary secretary, said young-
sters — already at greater risk of
nicotine addiction, psychosis, res-
piratory damage "and long-term
cognitive impairment - are now
exposed to the dangers of etomi-
date, or “Eto”.

“The latest trend we are seeing
is Eto being added to vape liquids.

“Mixed with alcohol or other
substances like opioids or benzo-
diazepines, Eto becomes even
more deadly.

“Many of these products are
produced illegally, so users do not
know what they are inhaling.

“This increases toxicity risks,”
she said, adding that aggressive
marketing, flavoured vape liquids
and easy online availability con-
tribute to the rising prevalence of
drug-laced vapes among adoles-
cents.

With vapes getting sleeker and

smaller, the devices can be used
discreetly, making it harder for
parents and teachers to notice
when students are vaping in
schools or at home, said Dr Yee.

The health consequences are
severe, she warned. «

“We need stronger regulations.
Either ban or strictly control fla-
voured and -nicotine vapes
that autract youths,” she said, add-
ing that stringent enforcement
targeting illegal online sellers is
crucial.

Schools and parents must also
do their part, Dr Yee said, stress-
ing on the importance of early
education on the risks of drug-
laced vapes.

Early intervention programmes
for at-risk youths are crucial too,
she said.

“Now, you just add the liquid

into vapes that come in all shapes
and sizes.

“Sorne children may start vap-
ing out of curiosity, social media
influence or peer pressure and
then gethooked on the habit.”

Education Ministry data,
she said as at September last year,
a total of 12,252 students were
found vaping in schools.

The National Health and
Morbidity Survey 2022 report
also showed a rise in vapers aged
between 13 and 17, from 9.8% in
2017, to 14.9% in 2022.

Youngsters, she said, start with ~

HEALTH PRODUCTS WORTH
MORE THAN RM7m SEIZED

Selangor authorities
confiscate items
during inspections
at three premises

HE Pharmaceutical En-

forcement branch of the

Selangor Health Depart-

ment seized 133 types of
unregistered health products
worth more than RM7 million
last month. .

Its director, Dr Ummi Kalthom
Shamsudin, said the health prod-
ucts, including foreign-branded
items, were confiscated from
premises operated by a supply
company and two other compa-
nies providing logistics hub ser-
vices during inspections.

She said the enforcement ac-
tion was taken following public
complaints on the online sale of
health products not registered
with the Health Ministry's Drug
Control Authority (PBKD).

“On April 15 and 22, inspec-
tions were carried out at three
premises used as storage and dis-
tribution locations for unregis-
tered health products intended

for consumers in Malaysia.
“The companies involyved

- utilised e-commerce platforms

as a medium to sell these prod-
ucts to consumers,” she said,

“As a result of cooperation with
the police, the department’s
Pharmaceutical Enforcement Di-
vision successfully seized 133
types of unregistered health
products, including foreign-
branded items, with the total val-
ue estimated to exceed RM7 mil-
lion.”

She said the sale of unregis-

tered health products contra-
vened Regulation 7(1)}(a) of the
Control of Drugs and Cosmetics
Regulations 1984, which is pun-
ishable under Section 12(1) of the
Sale of Drugs Act 1952.

The enforcement action is part
of the department’s efforts to
combat the sale of unregistered
health products in the market to
ensure public safety.

“We advise all operators of lo-
gistics hubs to ensure that the
heaith products they handle are
registered, as legal action can be

taken against them in addition to
the product owners.

“The public is advised to en-
sure that health products carry a
hologram safety sticker and
product registration number be-
fore purchase.
